WHAT IS LEC? or “Leisure Educational Culture Program” is a French organization that has been successfully sending French students to foreign countries for over 25 years. Our aim is to promote international friendship through the means of family stays. LEC is officially recognized by the Ministry of Youth, Sport and Tourism.  

 

WHAT DOES A LEC COORDINATOR DO? A Coordinator introduces the LEC program into the community. Once you have interested families, you then screen them and match the family with a French student. The student’s stay with a family is 3 to 4 weeks, either July or August. The Coordinator will keep all host families informed of all transportation plans, and will make sure the national office is informed as well. The Coordinator will also gain the satisfaction of expanding international friendships and making new contacts in the community. It is not required that you speak French.

 

HOW ARE COORDINATORS PAID? This is an enjoyable part-time job in which you earn an excellent supplemental income in a 4 to 5 month period working from your home. A Coordinator is paid a finder’s fee for each student placed in a family. The actual compensation is roughly $150 to $180 per student placed. This will be discussed further at the time of the interview.
